Wosh ocrylic Alazing ponels with o mild soop or detergent ond plenty of
lukeworm woter. Use o cleon soft cloth opplying only light pressure. Rinse with
cleon water ond dry by blotting with o domp cloth or chomois. Grease, oil or
tor moy be removed with o high quolity grade of hexone, nophtho, or
kerosene. These solvents moy be obtoined of o point or hordware store ond
should be used in occordance with the monufocturer's recommendotions.

. DO NOT: Use window cleoning sproys, olcohol, or solvents such os

ocetone, gosoline , benzene, carbon tetrochloride or locquer
thinner. These types of ogents will destroy ocrylic Alazing.. DO NOTt Cleon ocrylic Alozing in the direct sunlight or when the
glozing is hot.

. DO NOT: Use ony type of obrosive cleoners or scouring pods.

. DO NOT: Wipe glazing when dry. This will scrotch the glazing surfoce.

. DO NOT: Use paper towels or ony poper products to cleon ocrylic
glazing.
